


First Black International Chess Grand Master plays more than 20 students
simultaneously in a “chess to the death” match!!!

Maurice Ashley, the first and only African
American to attain the fitle of Intemnational
Chess Grand Master, challenged 24 students,
aged 914 from the Baltimore School System
simultaneously at the historic main branch of
the Enoch Pratt Free Library. The setfing was
the main hall, with tables placed together in the
shape of a “U”. Students were seated on the
outside of the “U”.

The grandmaster put his young opponents at
ease prior to the match as he chatted with them
and inquired about their hopes and dreams.
Once the match began, he became a tiger! !!
The rules were laid out . ..no one was to move
a piece until he stood before them. Almost
